RE: I OBJECT TO A/H3/387

Dear Secretary:

I would like to state my strong OBJECTION to the revised plan by the URA for redevelopment on Staunton Street in Soho.  This proposal is referred to as A/H3/387.

I am aware that the URA has proposed decreasing the height of the proposed tower on this site from 28 to 20 stories but I still feel the plan is flawed and the whole URA strategy is flawed.  

Private owners should be encouraged to maintain their flats and not be rewarded with big payouts from the URA for letting them decay as the current policy seems to allow.    

I want to keep the low rise and unique character of Soho and do not want the URA’s involvement in any way in the area.  The only reason private development has been delayed in the area is because the URA does not improve the flats it owns and some owners are holding out for bigger payouts from the URA prior to the URA re-selling at an even higher price to developers.  I would like the Hong Kong government to support private development in Soho where there is already a clear alternative to demolition of the low-rise buildings.  I would much prefer the government to focus on enforcing building codes and encouraging renovation where necessary rather than supporting demolition for new high rises.  There is a clear opportunity to keep the unique character of Soho without the URA and hope the Hong Kong government will support this.
